
MINUTES

MONTGOMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

MONDAY, APRIL 9, 2018
The Montgomery County Commissioners met in regular session on Monday, April 9, 2018 at 8:00 am at the Montgomery County Courthouse, 100 E. Main Street – Room 103, Crawfordsville, Indiana.
Present were Board members Commissioner James Fulwider, Commissioner Phil Bane and Commissioner John Frey.  Also present Board Attorney Dan Taylor; Auditor Jennifer Andel; Building Administrator Marc Bonwell;  Chief Deputy Ryan Needham; Treasurer Janet Jackson; EMA Director Shari Harrington; County Engineer Jim Peck; E911 Director Beth Sessions; Chief Probation Officer Andria Geigle and Health Administrator Amber Reed. 
I.   Call to Order:
Commissioner Board President James Fulwider called the meeting to order @ 8:00 am and led the Pledge of Allegiance and Karen Fruits led the prayer.  
II.    Public Comment:

No one came forward with a public comment.
III.   Open Truck Bids @ 8:00 AM 


County Attorney Dan Taylor opened the 3 bids received:

Commissioner Bane moved to take the truck bids under advisement  and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  3-0 votes in favor.  Motion passed

IV.    Approval of Minutes – March 26, 2018
Commissioner Bane moved to approve  the March 26, 2018 minutes and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.
V.    Approval of Claims:
Commissioner Bane moved to approve County General - $768,183.50 & 3/30/18 Payroll - $338,215.84 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion passed 3-0.

VI.     Reports from Department Heads & Elected Officials:
EMA Director Shari Harrington reported that the County is still under a Travel Advisory and the Commissioners directed Director Harrington to keep the travel advisory in effect.
Assessor Shari Bentley advised that the DLGF has approved the ratio study.

Treasurer Janet Johnson advised the property tax  statements will be mailed sometime this week and e-billing went out last week.

County Council Mark Davidson stated that the Council are looking into the recent property tax increase.  He stated that property tax bills are “irratic” and they are questioning why the slight adjustment went haywire.
VII.    Old Business:

A.  2nd Reading Ordinance 2018-6 – An Ordinance Re-Establishing the Cumulative Bridge Fund – Attorney Taylor advised that the ordinance re-establishes the Cumulative Bridge Fund at a proposed rate of $0.075 cents per $100 assessed valuation.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Ordinance 2018-6 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {Ordinance 2018-6 – An Ordinance Restablishing the Cumulative Bridge Fund}

B.  2nd Reading Ordinance 2018-7 – Re-Establishing the Cumulative Capital Development Fund

Attorney Taylor advised the the CCD Fund is $0.0333 per $100 of assessed valuation.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Ordinance 2018-7 and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion passed 3-0.  {Ordinance 2018-7 – An Ordinance Re-Establishing the Cumulative Capital Development Fund}

C.  Resolution 2018-7 – Expand MCRSD Territory to include areas SR32/I74 – Attorney Taylor requested that the Commissioners table Resolution 2018-7 until the next meeting.
D.  Resolution 2018-8 – Approving the Issuance of Bonds and Notes – Attorney Taylor explained that the BAN (Bond Anticipation Notes) to allow the Redevelopment Commission to issue bonds to pay off the note.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve Resolution 2018-8 and Commissioner Bane seconded.  

Motion passed 3-0.  {Resolution 2018-8 – Resolution of Montgomery County Board of Commissioners Approving the Issuance of Bonds and Notes}
E.  National Day of Prayer – May 3, 2018 – Permission to Use Courthouse Steps  - Commissioner Bane moved to approve the request to use the Courthouse steps on Thursday, May 3, 2018.  Motion passed 3-0.

F.  Proclamation – National Telecommunications Week – April 8 through April 14, 2018 – E911 Director Beth Sessions read the following Proclamation:

diligent, and loyal manner and perform skillfully in crisis situations requiring responsible and decisive actions; and

WHEREAS,   Montgomery County is fortunate to be blessed with dedicated as well as trained

                        professional public safety dispatchers; and

WHEREAS,   these professionals need and deserve informed citizen support and recognition 

                        for their commitment and devotion to quality public safety services;

NOW, THEREFORE, WE, The Commissioners of Montgomery County in the State of Indiana, do

                        hereby proclaim April 8th – 14th, 2018 as

Commissioner Bane moved to approve the Proclamation for National Telecommunications Week April 8 to April 14, 2018 and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Commissioners thanked the dispatchers for everything that they do.  Motion carried 3-0.
G.  Approval of Reversion Agreement with Vandalia – Attorney Taylor explained the Vandalia group have been unable to obtain funding.  The Agreement conveys and releases Vandalie from the August, 2014 Agreement.  Commissioner Frey moved to approve the Reversion Agreement with Vandalia and seconded by Commissioner Bane.  Motion carried 3-0.  {Reversion Agreement with Vandalia}
H.  Approval County Health Insurance Third Party Administrator Documents – Attorney Taylor advised that he has reviewed all of the documents and approved their content.  Commissioner Bane moved to approve the following County Health Insurance Documents and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  Motion carried 3-0.

I.  Appointment Darlington Public Library – Commissioner  Bane moved to appoint Linda Swyers to the Darlington Public Library to complete the unexpired term of Patricia Emmert and seconded by Commissioner Frey.  The term begins May 1, 2018 through February 1, 2022.  Motion carried 3-0.
VIII.       Other Business:
Commissioner Bane presented a map of his property owned by himself and his wife to demonstrate he is not gaining personally from the wind farms.  Commissioner Bane discussed his position on the proposed wind farm ordinance amendment as well as Commissioner Frey and Commissioner Fulwider.  After a lengthy discussion,  Commissioners agreed to include a provision for non-participating landowners to have the ability to wave any regulation.   Commissioner Fulwider requested that the Commissioners send their suggestions for the revisions to Attorney Dan Taylor and the Commissioners will consider the options at the April 23rd meeting and have a final vote at the  May 14th Commissioner meeting.    
IX.   Public Comment: 

Commissioner Fulwider advised, anyone coming forward for public comment will be restricted to 3 minutes. 

Dave Harrick – Akuo Energy; Terese Bukus, 7212 W 974, Wingate;  Harold Mennen, 2972 N Old State Road 55 – asked Commissioners to make their ruling on facts and not just to stymie the wind farm; Mark Barclay, 2813 W US Hwy 136; Brock Ervin, 360 N Forrest Road; Leroy Bunnel, 6210 N 825 E; spoke in favor of wind farms in Montgomery County.
Mark Davidson, Muriah Mershone, 3480 N 500 E, Crawfordsville;  April Johnson; Brian Parker, 34 E 800 N; and Bill Milam, 5064 US Hwy 231;  spoke against wind farms in Montgomery County.  
X.    Adjournment
There being no further business, Commissioner Frey moved to adjourn and Commissioner Fulwider seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30 am.
